The bad news is that Jack and

Bear meet some real evil doers both in Paris and back in the USA. The appearance of a Syrian

terrorist, Bashir al-Sharaa brings back some old memoires to Jack.And, as typical with this author,

don't even think you have it figured out until the last page! If you do, you will be wrong... There is

one water boarding scene that will make you try to hold your breath to help the person being

"tortured".An incredible read and I was glad to see the old gang back together for a bit.Most highly

recommended.

The story bounced around a little in the beginning. I took a while for me to realize the story had gone

back in time with a younger Jack Noble. It was nice to connect a few of the dots... Like when and

how the relationship started with "The Old Man"...All in all I enjoyed the read... I just wish the

present Jack would finally hook up with Clarissa and make it work...

I really like the Jack Noble character and have read probably most of these novels. The thin line is

that line that divides bad from good, good from evil and itâ€™s almost obliterated at times especially

when your job is a government assassin.

Jack has operated with the understanding that if he got an assignment to kill a target, there

was a pretty good reason for it. But when he and his friend and partner, Bear, do a little digging they

find itâ€™s not so cut and dried. The way the Noble novels are set up, I believe you could read them

out of order because they are stand-alone thrillers. Not sure where this one fits in but start with this

one. You wonâ€™t be disappointed.

Another one leaving you involved with NO ending. I understand that they want you to buy the next

book, but please finish a story. The characters and action can be picked back up in next one, but at

least bring one to a finish. Make being near death more realistic, the ability to fight and overcome

several others then recover in just a few days recovery is beyond belief.
